Conditions
General

1. The tournament is sanctioned by the Lawn Tennis Association and will run in strict accordance with the ITF
Rules of Tennis, the Rules of The Association and the Regulations for the Management of Lawn Tennis Tournaments, in-
cluding the LTA Code of Conduct.

2. Every competitor in the singles events of the LTA Official Tournament must be a member of the British Tennis Member-
ship Scheme and have a National Rating. This shall not apply to 10 & Under events. The Committee reserves the right to
run qualifying events if entries are over subscribed. (These would take place on Saturday 18th July)

3. Any player may be required to submit to a doping control test, which may be carried out at any time with no notice given.
Failure to submit to the test will be treated as if a positive result has been obtained.

Entries

5. In the interests of keeping the Tournament to reasonable size, entries may be limited in certain Rating categories.
The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entries without assigning a reason. Any entry containing a note as to re-
stricted availability will not be accepted.

6.  Players may enter 2 singles and 1 doubles event. Weather permitting singles events will include a consolation event.

7. No player may withdraw from the fournament after the draw for the main event has been made, except for injury, illness
or personal emergency. Entry fees will not be refunded after the draw has been made.

The Draw

8. A player's rating is that at the closing date. Seeding will be based upon the player’'s rating/ranking at the time of the
Draw.
9. Players will be informed of the time and date of their first match. Further information will be available from the organiz-
ers desk.
10. In the main Draw, matches will be the best of 3 sets, tie-break at 6 all in all sets weather permitting. Under 12 and all
doubles events will play 2 sets and if necessary a 3rd set match tie-break.

The Tournament

11. Under 10 Events (Green Ball) will operate an abbreviated scoring (ie first to 4 games, with match tiebreak if one set all).

12. Play will commence at 9.00am each day. Competitors must sign in with the referee immediately on arrival and report to
the referee when leaving.

13. Each item of coaching or footwear must be accepted tennis wear and any competitor who appears on court dressed in a
manner which is deemed unsuitable by the referee may be scratched from the tournament.

14. Voucher and trophies will be awarded to all singles winners and runners-up.

15. The decision of the referee in all matters in connection with the Tournament is final. No complaint relating to the Tour-

nament can be entertained by the committee unless lodged in writing with the Secretary/Chairman within 48 hours of the
cause of complaint.
16. Entries will close on Thursday 2nd July 2009
